2. Instructions - You must create a set of written or typed instructions to clearly explain your game. They
must be easy to follow so that anyone can pick them up, read them and begin playing your game.
3. Write-Up — See below.

The Write-Up

1. Introduction - Provide an overview of your game. (1 Per Group)
e What type of game is it?
e Where would you play this type of game?
e How much does it cost to play?
e What are the prizes if you win?

2. Instructions - Step-by-Step instructions for how to play the game. (1 Per Group)

3. Game Description — What do you need to play the game? (1 Per Group)
e List all materials needed to play (dice, spinner, darts, ball, etc.)
e Draw picture of your game board, if necessary

4. Probability Analysis (1 Per Group)
e |sthe game fair? Show the mathematical calculations for the expected value of winning the game.
e |If the game is not fair, how could you change the game to make it fair?

5. Reflection — Each student must write a 1-page reflection (1 Per Person)

e What were your overall feelings about this project?
